Most people deny this reality and bask in borrowed glory
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4.Be humble
Sachin never had a problem playing under a much junior captain Dhoni. 
There are no ego hassles here. The goal is more important than the individual. Sachin always has a smile that can enlighten several faces.
5. Sharpen your saw

Even after playing against so many players under diverse circumstances, Sachin still practices and prepares for the matches.
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Using wet balls to practice to face Shane Warne a decade ago to cutting out the drives and strokes against Australia in the last series ..he is still learning
6.Ride the storm
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Sachin has gone through all sort of agony and tough times. Right from career threatening injuries to his father’s death during the world cup to loss of form. .. He even has been booed in Mumbai.. but he has been always unfazed and said, “ if life serves me a lemon , I will make lemonade out of it”.
